	12. WALHDAB update (Cheryl D.)
	Wisconsin Association of Local Health Departments & Boards
Assembly Bills 310 and 311 have garnered a lot of publicity. Bill 310 passed in the House and allows DHS to distribute 3 million dollars in funds to agencies as long as they do not provide abortion services or referrals for abortion services.

Bill 311 is not up for vote yet.  This bill specifies that the actual acquisition cost of a prescription drug and the standard Medicaid dispensing fee can only be billed. Local health departments are included in this bill. WAHLDAB is proposing that local health departments be removed.
